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Opsomming

In. die verhandeling word Narratief-pastorale navorsing gedoen oor gesinne wat
misdaadgeweld oorieef het. In ‘n land waar misdaadgeweld nie ‘n vreemde verskynsel is nie,
word dit al hoe meer nodig dat leraars en ander persone in die helpende professies toegerus
sal wees om gesinne wat deur misdaadgeweld getref is, by te staan. Hierdie navorsing hoop

om ‘n bydrae in hierdie verband te lewer.

In hoofstuk 1 val die soeklig op die aanloop tot die navorsing, die plasing van die navorsing
binne die prakties-teologiese raamwerk, die doel van die ondersoek en die navorsingsverioop.

In hoofstuk 2 word woorde en konsepte wat in die navorsing gebruik gaan word, soos eerste-,
tweede- en derde-orde kubernetika en hoe dit verband hou met die narratief-pastorale
gesigspunte, nader toegelig. Begrippe soos gemeente, gesin, geweld, slagoffer en survivor-

gesinne, word ook bespreek.

Omdat die navorsing binne die veld van die gesinsterapie val, is ‘n hoofstuk oor die gesin
meer volledig uitgewerk. Deurentyd word daar verwys na die invioed wat misdaadgeweld op
die gesin sou hé. Hoofstuk 3 gee dus aandag aan gesinne in die Bybelse tyd en ook aan
moderne gesinne. Die ontwikkeling van die gesin se eie storie kom aan die orde, asook die

rol wat die geloofsgemeenskap speel wanneer ‘n gesin deur misdaadgeweld getref sou word.

In hoofstuk 4 word onder andere nagegaan wat die Bybel sé€ oor begrippe soos geweld, vrede,
lyding en hoop - veral waar dit in verband gebring is met slagoffers van misdaadgeweld.
Hierdeur is gepoog om die sieninge, aannames en “beliefs” wat deur die Christelike tradisie

en dan veral die Bybel oor die onderwerp te sé het, aan die woord te stel.

In hoofstuk 5 is verder gepoog om die huidige situasie te ondersoek met betrekking tot
misdaadgeweld. Na die afdeling oor fisiese geweld en die verskillende modelle hoe dit
hanteer kan word, kom ‘n afdeling oor strukturele geweld aan die orde. Hier is veral gepoog
om die invioed wat die sosio-politieke veranderinge in Suid-Afrika op die geweldsituasie in die
land het, te beskryf.
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Vanaf hoofstuk 6 word met behulp van ‘n pastorale narratiewe benadering, ondersoek gedoen
na gesinne wat misdaadgeweld oorkom (survive) het. Daar word aan die hand van
gevallestudies, 'n sistematies-gestruktureerde, hermeneutiese proses, beskryf waar
misdaadgeweld wat een of meer lede van 'n Christen-gesin getref het, pastoraal-teologies te
verhelder en te vemuwe, sodat die slagoffer en sy gesin hulle verhaal kan herinterpreteer en

sinvol voortgaan (survive).

Omdat pastorale sorg egter breér as net pastorale beraad is, is in die laaste hoofstuk
voorstelle gemaak hoedat die pastor en die geloofsgemeenskap

O sorg kan dra vir die individu en sy/haar gesin wat deur misdaadgeweld getref is,

a sorg vir die gemeenskap van die gelowiges wat die gesin wat deur misdaadgeweld

getref is, moet ondersteun,

a sorg vir die “issues” en bekommemisse van die kulturele konteks waarbinne alles
plaasvind.

Wanneer daar namatief-pastoraal na gesinne wat deur misdaadgeweld getref is, gekyk word,

gaan daar heelwat moontlikhede oop waarbinne gesinne heel kan word:

a Tydens pastorale gesprekke met die gesin kan hulle deur die vertel en
herinterpretering van hul verhale, tot ‘n nuwe verstaan kom en op ‘n nuwe manier heel
word.

O Wanneer ‘n geloofsgemeenskap sy taak reg verstaan, kan gesinne wat deur
misdaadgeweld getref is, gekoester en versterk word.

a Wanneer ‘n land stukkend is as gevolg van armoede en geweldmisdaad, kan die
pastor as geloofsleier, die geloofsgemeenskap mobiliseer om by gemeenskapsprojekte
wat dié sake aanspreek, betrokke te raak.

a As geloofsleier kan die pastor ‘n groot rol speel om ‘n verstarde kulturele denkwyse
aan te spreek, sodat mense weer nuut kan dink oor die geweldsituasie waarin ons land

verkeer.
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Synopsis

In this dissertation narrative -pastoral research is done on families that have survived criminal

violence. In a country where criminal violence has become a common occurrence, it has
become increasingly necessary for pastors and other persons in supportive professions, to
become fully equipped, to give comfort and succour to families that have been victims of

criminal violence. This research endeavours to make a contribution in this respect.

Chapter 1 highlights the approach to the research within the practical-theological framework,

the goal of the research and the course it follows.

Chapter 2 explains words and concepts that will be used in the research, such as first, second
and third order cybemetics. It also explains the relevance between these words and concepts
and the narrative-pastoral viewpoints. Concepts such as congregation, family, violence, victim

and survivor-families, are discussed.

As the research falls within the field of family therapy, the concept of the family is expounded
in more detail in the next chapter. There is continual reference to the_influence that criminal
violence would have on a family. Chapter 3 therefore devotes attention to families during the
Bible times, as well as to modern families. The development of the family’s own story also
receives attention. So does the role played by the congregational family, when a family

experience criminal violence.

Chapter 4 focusses inter alia on the Bible's views on concepts such as violence, peace,
suffering and hope - especially where they concern victims of criminal violence. Thus the
research endeavours to reveal the views, suppositions and beliefs of Christian tradition and

the Bible itself, on this topic.

Chapter 5 continues the examination of the current situation regarding criminal violence.
Following a section on physical viclence and models to cope with it, there is a section on
structural violence, in which an attempt is made to describe the influence which sosio-political
changes in South Africa are having on the violence rate in this country.

From Chapter 6 onwards research is done with a pastoral-narrative approach on families who



have survived criminal violence. Case studies are employed to describe a systematically
structured hermeneutical process, in which one or more members of a Christian family
suffered criminal violence, where pastorally-theologically enlightened and renewed, so that the

victims and their families were able to re-interpret their stories and survive meaningfully.

As pastoral care entails more than mere narrative, the last chapter consists of suggestions

on how the pastor and the congregational family can

a care for the individuals and families who have suffered criminal violence,

0 nurture the community of believers who must support the victims of criminal violence,
a see to Christian traditions and

a see to the issues and anxieties of the cultural context within which everything takes

place.

When families who have suffered criminal violence are viewed narrative-pastorally, several

possibilities within which such families can become whole again, become apparent:

a Pastoral conversations with the family may help them to reach new understanding and
become whole again in a new way by telling and re-interpreting their stories.

a When a congregational family fully understands its task, families who have suffered
criminal violence, may be cherished and strengthened by it.

o When a country is shattered as a result of poverty and criminal violence, the pastor,
as a religious leader, may mobilise the congregational family to become involve in
communal projects which address these problems.

a As religious leader the pastor may play an important role in changing the rigid cultural
mental attitude, so that people may be able to see the violence in our country from a

new perspective.
