A.-VOLUME OF BLOOD CORPUSCLES. 

THE percentage of the volume of blood corpuscles in comparison to the 
total volume of blood is found by centrifugalisation of a given volume of fresh 
blood until the level of the deposit remains constant. With our centrifuge 
and a speed of 4000-5000 revolutions pro minute this is the case after five 
minutes. The average error of this method amounts to about 0·3 volume 
per cent. absolute, or 1 per cent. in 100. Therefore the exactitude reached 
is greater than when counting the number of blood corpuscles, and, besides 
that, only a quarter of the time is needed. 

The following table shows the average values of the volumes of blood 
corpuscles of horses in various conditions, donkeys and sheep, and the respective 
variations :-
