Officer's Wife's Death. 

Alic~ Mary Wheatley, the twenty-two-year-old 
barmaid, vho was a-lso known as Marie Lanteri 
was found .guilty·. by the. coroner'i3 jury late o~ 
::;aturday mght of U1e wilful murder of Annie 
Josephine Wootten (30 , wife of a lieutenant in 
the Bedfordshire Regiment, and was committed 
to take her trial on that charge at the Old Bailey.
