Earlier in the day the trouble developed in

Three more munition workers have been 
arrest~d at the instance of the Ministry of Muni· 
tions and transferred to the East Coast.

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HERE IS THAT SCHEME, 
MR. LONG? 

JT is yery annoying that when all public-
spirited men are trying their best to keep 

the married men to their du!y the Goyern­
ment should let us down. l\Ir. Long's pro­
posals for the relief of the financial respon­
sibilities of soldiers \Yere Yague, insufficient 
and unhappy. The first married groups will 
shortly be called up, and \Ve expected the 
Cabinet to bring in a short Bill which could 
be rushed through the House in a few daYs 
-if not in a few hours. -

NE\'ERTHELESS, a Bill on the lines so 
frivolously sketched out would be worse 

than useless. There are no signs of a plan, 
.~no hint of a definite apportionment of the 

burden, and the proposal that the grant shall 
be distributed at the will of the Statutory 
Committee is an insult to our soldiers. \Ve 
know that Statutory Committee of the 
Patriotic Fund; . we know its inquisitorial 
methods, which are the methods of all such 
bodies. 

A KD, frankly, Mr. Long, we will not stand 
it. \Ve are men serving, or about to serve, 

our country. \Ve are not shirkers; we have 
taken our oath, and we mean to abide by 
it. But we are not paupers, and we will 
not. take a charitable dole. vVe want justice, 
not charity; relief from our liabilities, not 
an insignificant reinforcement of our meagre 
resources. 

OBVIOUSLY, too, there will be need for 
inquiry into the circumstances of soldiers, 

but the inquiry should be on the lines of 
the Income Tax, not of the Charity 
Organisation Society. Let the soldier or his 
family produce the rent-book, the insurance 
policy, the furniture contract, the mortgage~ 
and let him make a return of his private 
means. There is no need for any other 
inquisition. 

THE fact is the Go\·ernrnent do not want 
to spend much. The war is costing a 

great deal of money, and they think that a 
just and generous scheme of relief would add 
too greatly to the cost. It were better they 
told us so, instead of making a grant to a 
.Committee, and putting on that Committee 
the onus of making insufficient individual 
grants. That, at least, would be honest. 

AND is it impossible to make our rulers 
understand that proper provision for the 

families of our soldiers is as necessary as 
the proper provision of munitions and stores 

b
for our soldiers? The whole nation may soon 

e i? the Army, and, if the dependants of 
~old1ers are not treated well by the ruling 
tlasses, after the war the nation will ha\·e 
a :word to say.
