The prize is named after the well-known South African artist who won 
the fi rst two awards in 1974 and 1976.  Since 1998 the award  has been 
managed by Unisa’s Children’s Literature Research Unit (CLRU). The 
award consists of a gold medal and is awarded biennially.

The award is managed by Unisa’s
Children’s Literature Research Unit (CLRU) and is awarded biennially.
Since 1998 the prize has been sponsored by Protea Boekhuis.

The 2007 award goes to Jaco Jacobs for his Wurms met tamatiesous 
en ander lawwe rympies. The book also received the Alba Bouwer prize 
for children’s literature.

The colourfully illustrated collection contains more than 50 fun, original, 
creepy and screamingly funny Afrikaans rhymes.
