SLOWLY but surely the réd tape will wind
round him, bampenng him, holding him,

THE one obvious remedy is to run the busi-
ness departments of the Government on
business lines; and to do this we need busi-
ness men in these departments. Until this is

done we are only trifling with the subject.
MEMBERS of the Government are not busi-
y ness men; the permanent officials in
Government offices are not business men. In
the case 'of the Government, recruits are
mainly drawn from the 'egal profession. The
higher departments ‘of the Civil Service are

public schools, wheré business and science
are alike neglected and despised,
(COULD Government and Civil Service Le
run without any reference to business, then |3
it would not matter to us whether lhese pro-
fessions were filled by professors or plough-
| men. But the most important cuty of a
Government is to advance the national wel-
fare, and as the nation lives by its business
it is essential that the State shiuld be com-
posed of practical men.
TO the dreamy higher official of the madern
Government the nation represents a m.ass
of common people who follow mean trades,
and who exist in order that the Governr eat
may tax them and patronise them,

TN time of peace the State muddles along,
contenting itself with serving as a de-
bating club wheie much is discussed and
little done. As long as taxation is not made
more troublesome the people are lull: ! into
the idea that all goes well. And there is
experience to show that the couatry is p  er
so happy as when Parliament is closed.
WAR, however, brings a rude awakening.
The Government is suddenly called upon
to govern ; the Army. must act; the Govern-
ment ofﬁcu must work to fit out the Army
and face the problems of war. Then comes
chaos,
J,OOK back on the melancholy civil hlqion
of this short campaign, and observe what
has been done, Call to mind the recruiting
muddle, the timber scandals, the soldiers'
food scandals, the shipping scandals, the
munition scandals, the dear food and fuel
scandals, and the many other cases of gross
‘mlsmanagement.
ANY millions of moffey were wasied in
the Boer War by riismanagement. Ere
this war ends the figures of wastage r-ay
run into hundreds of millions. There were
contractors who deserved hanging during the |,
Boer War.

Organisation Will Not Give A List
Of Names.

With shame of our past failute we wonien want
now to shoulder the responsibility we never fully
realised before. We want to face the future, to
seek the truth, to think honestly and clearly, and
to aet according to the light we see.

Thereiore we are going 1o meet women of other
lznds, our Allies, our “enemies,” and those of
neatral States, beiieving that only I mutual
understanding eau the truth be found, snd the
bitternees which, if fostered, will make a trus
and permanent peace impossible, be alisyed.

This is the text of a leaflet which s being sent
out broadeast by the British Commiitee of the
International Women's Congress to be held at The
Hague at the end of the month.

The conference, it appears, has been convened
by the *“women of IHolland” who have asked the
“women of all pations both nentral znd belli-
gerent 1o meet and discuss the basis of a per-
manent peace.”

COMPELLED TO FIGHT.

German Decision To Use The

Scheldt For Warships.
BASE AGAINST ENGLAND.

Dutch Refuse Consent To Violation
Of Their Neutrality.

There is grave reason to believe, the Daily
Sketeh learns, that Holland is about to
become involved in the Kuropean War.

Hitherto Holland has loyally observed the
gbrictest neutrality towards all the
belligerents.

This neuntralify has been disagreeable in
& high degree to Germany, which under-
stands by neutrality speeial privileges for
herself,

The main point at isue has been the use of
the Scheldt waterway.

Dutch feeling had already been incensed by
German submarine outrages on ships flying the
Netherlands flag, and on March 26, as the Daily,
Sketeh reported at the time, an important couneil
of Ministers was held at The Hague to discuss
the pesition.

Except for a few miles near Antwerp, the
navigahle Scheldt runs through Duteh territory.

Freedom of passage for commercial craft to
Antwerp is allowed by treaty; but Helland could
not permit the passage.of warships without com-
mitting a breach of neutrality.

The result is that the eapture of Antwerp has

| been of no use to the Germans for naval purposes.
It could not be used as a paval base from which
raids on the English coast could be made.
_In the last few days it has become certain
that Germany intended to disregard Duich
rights over the Scheldl and to send war craft
in and out of Antwerp at her pleasture.

The German attitude was that if this could he
done with Holland’s consent so much the better.
If not, she must take the consequences. * Neces-
sity knows no law.”

The Daily Skefch understands that Holland is |
prepared to take the censequences, and will not in |

any circumstances consent to & flagrant violation
of her neutrality.
