is entitled to infer knowledge of the contents thereof by 

such an accused. The same inference naturally can be 

drawn where the accused has written or compiled the 

document.

Die appelhof het ten opsigte van "Common Purpose" by monde van 

Sy Edele Appel Regter Botha riglyne neergele wat alle twyfel 

van die verlede bo enige twyfel uit die weg geruim het.

This is 

regrettable, since cases involving a common purpose, as 

understood in our practice, are of such frequent occur­

rence that it would probably not be an overstatement to 

say that they arise practically daily in the criminal 

courts of our country. There ought not to be uncertainty 

in this area of the criminal law, and it seems to me to be 
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imperative that a clear answer be given to the question 

that I have posed. Unfortunately, the uncertainty has 

been created by a number of decisions of this Court. I 

shall have to deal with them".

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That being the existing state of the law relating to 

common purpose, it hold now that a party to a common 

purpose cannot be convicted of murder unless a causal 

connection is proved between his conduct and the death of 

the deceased. I can see no good reason for warranting

1. This is an application for bail by the accused nos 

19, 20 and 21 in this matter. In the course of the 

previous application brought by us (together, then,

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with other of our co-accused) , a large volume of 

documentation was placed before this Honourable 

Court. In order to avoid this Honourable Court being 

similarly burdened in respect of the present 

application, we respectfully beg leave to refer to 

the previous papers, in so far as they may be 

relevant to our present application. 

2. The previous application for bail was successful in 

respect of our co-applicants and on 30 June 1987, the 

following accused were granted bail by this 

Honourable Court : -

Accused nos 2, 3, 5, 8, 10, 11, 13, 14, 16 and 

17. 

We submit that there have been material changes in 

the circumstances relating pertinently to our 

application, being in particular : 

2.1 The security situation in the country generally 

has further improved. From our reading of the 

press, it appears that the exception to this 

general trend is located in the townships around 

Pietermari tzburg, where there has arisen what 

appears to be an internecine conflict. We refer 

in this regard to the affidavit of John 

Kane-Berman, annexed hereto marked "D". We 
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submit that the conflict in that region is at 

odds with the pattern prevailing in the country 

as a whole and, in particular, that there has 

been a significant improvement in the level of 

stability prevailing in the Witwatersrand and 

Pretoria regions. 

2.2 Subsequent to the hearing of the last bail 

application, a number of persons named in our 

indictment as co-conspirators have been released 

from detention. A smaller number have been 

taken into detention. Amongst those now 

detained are Murphyson Morobe and Mohammed Moosa 

Valli. These latter two persons were UDF 

officials at the time of their detention. We 

reiterate however that none of us has since our 

arrest in the present matter been in any way 

involved in the affairs of the UDF or its 

affiliates. At the same time, we undertake not 

to involve ourselves in any way at all in such 

activities should we be released on bail. We 

respectfully submit further that the detention 

of such persons does not relate to the merits of 

the present matter. In relation to the persons 

who have been either released or taken into 

detention subsequent to the hearing of the 

previous bail application, we refer to the 

affidavit of JESSIE DUARTE marked "E". 
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2.3 Subsequent to the disposal of the previous 

application for bail, each one of us has given 

evidence to this Honourable Court and each one 

of us has had such evidence extensively tested 

and probed by cross-examination.

4. We have now been in custody in respect of this matter 

since April 1985.

In the further conduct of the defence in 

this matter, witnesses will be called whose evidence 

will bear on aspects directly concerning us and the 

UDF.

I hold the degrees of 

Bachelor of Arts majoring in politics from the 

University of the Witwatersrand and an M.A. from 

Oxford also in politics. 

S.A.I.R.R. is an institute which conducts 

research into social and political interactions 

in South Africa. It has been doing this work 

through its qualified staff of social scientists 

since 1936. Since my appointment this work has 

been done under my supervision. The research is 

done by 16 persons all but two of whom have had 

university degrees conferred upon them in one or 

other of the disciplines of social science. I 

consider myself qualified to conduct and 

supervise this research. I have been involved 

in research and political analysis for the last 

15 years. I have written on the subject, 

delivered public lectures and have advised 

commerce and industry on contemporary political 

and social problems within South Africa. 

The information is gathered from various sources 

including Hansard, official press statements 

from Ministers, heads of departments, the Bureau 
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for Information, newspaper reports, transcripts 

of radio broadcasts, and whatever other 

information may come to the notice of one or 

other of the researchers. 

Efforts are made to verify or corroborate the 

information given to the researchers. 

The main purpose of gathering the information is 

to publish it in the S.A.I.R.R. Annual Survey. 

It has been published annually since 1936. 

Approximately 5000 copies are printed annually 

and circulated throughout the country and 

beyond. It has been favourably received and 

reviewed ever since it was first published. It 

is relied upon by social scientists, historians, 

politicians, businessmen, foreign embassies, 

government departments, churches and others, 

both in South Africa and abroad. I believe that 

it enjoys a reputation for accuracy right across 

the political spectrum. 

The survey publishes figures relating to unrest 

and acts of violence said to be politically 

motivated. This is particularly so since 

September 1984. 
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The figures for 1984 and 1985 have already been 

published.

The first part has already been 

does not contain the figures 

relating to unrest. These will be included in 

the second part likely to be published at about 

the end of the year. 

The methods used to collate the figures during 

1986 and 1987 were similar to those used for the 

figures that have been published for 1984 and 

1985. To the best of my knowledge no one has 

challenged the correctness of the figures 

published for 1984 and 1985. I have every 

reason to believe that the figures for 1986 and 

1987 when published will be similarly accepted 

despite certain difficulties encountered by the 

researchers by the provisions of certain 

emergency regulations which have made the 

gathering of information more difficult. 

The number of fa tali ties arising out of the 

unrest in South Africa are generally accepted as 

a barometer of the state of unrest. I annex 

hereto a table marked "A" setting out the 

numbers for the period September 1984 to 

September 1987. 
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It will be observed that there has been a 

significant decrease in the number of fatalities 

during 1987. The decrease appeared to be 

progressive until the end of August 1987. Half 

of the 37 fatalities for September 1987 are 

accounted for by the factional violence in 

Natal, and more particularly in
