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CHAPTER 1

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Pneumatology can only be considered in an exclusively
trinitarian perspective. Only when seen from this
viewpoint can its full import and scope in both the 01d
and New Testaments be discovered.

God's eschatological acts permeate history, recreating it,
while at the same time opposing evil. The purpose of
God's act of recreation is the fulfilment, in every sense,

of his cosmos.

The work of the Holy Spirit in the cosmos encompasses the
recreation of both creature and creation. Its specific
task is to declare salvation to man, while its general

function is directed at nature.
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CHAPTER 2

THE RaAH OF GOD AS A GIFT WITH A VIEW TO THE
RE-CREATION OF THE COSMOS

0ld Testament pronouncements about the rtfah help to
elucidate New Testament proncuncements about the Holy
Spirit.

The r@iah represents God's creative power in the creation.
It has the meanings of life principle, the breath of
life, life, or life-rendering. The rGiah also represents
the personal presence of God in the cosmoé.

The messiah is equipped by the r@iah to realise the sove-
reignty of God. Thus, the rQah noi only re-creates God's
neople, but nature as well. .

The personalization of the rfiah is an act of personifica-
tion. The concept of hypogtasis is therefore, not
applicable to the rQah. At a later stage the term r@ah
was used to name God.. ;

CHAPTER 3
THE HOLY SPIRIT AS A GIFT TO JESUS CHRIST

It has to be remembered that in the New Testament Pneuma-
tology is interwoven with Christology even though their
relationship may not always be clearly distinguishable.

Since the Holy Spirit is a Gift to Jesus Christ, the
accent falls on the Son as a creation of the Holy Spirit
and His baptism and preparation by the Holy Spirit for his
earthly mission. It is the Holy Spirit which enables Him
to proclaim God's sovereignty over the cosmos.

The Holy Spirit is also bestowed upon Jesus with a view to
his crucifixion and resurrection from death.
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CHAPTER 4

THE HOLY SPIRIT, GOD'S GIFT FOR THE CONSUMMATION OF THE
COSMOS

If Christology and Pneumatology are understood in a
salvation-historical and exchatological context, the Holy
Spirit is a Gift of Christ, and of God, to effect salva-

tion.

Still, despite their unity, the identity of each, Christ
and Holy Spirit, must be maintained undiminished.

Rebirth is an act whereby the indwelling Spirit recreates
man in order that he may achieve salvation amid a broken

creation.

The Spirit of God is also the Sign of hope for a dumb and
suffering creation, and as Christ's cosmic-eschatological
Gift, He is journeying with the cosmos to its destination
on the Day of Fulfilment. Inspired by the Holy Spirit,
man can cry out in exultation,

"Come, Lord Jesus!"
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
