"The Western Cape region was instructed to Torm a

commission on the guestion agf conscription. It was

decided that the youth organisations affiliated to the

front be encouraged to spearhead the campaign. The

general secretary was instructed to make available to

the lWesitern Cape region all affiliated yoguth groups."
MR JACDZS: Sg Mr Molefe, I put 1t to you that this 1is in
line with the principle that the general office and national
of fice will be responsible for initiating campaigns, and it
initiated this campaign against canscripiion? -- 1 do not
understand 1t that way.

Ang I gut it to yogu Turther that it is alsc in line
with the principle that it is the regions who musi carry
gut and co-ordinate and see that the campaign is carried

gut/...
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out? -- This is not set out here. 1In fact, to the contrary.
What this thing says 1is that & suggestion is made that
affilistes, youth affilistes be encouraged to take up the
campaign. It does not even say the regions must do that.
If that is put on the basis of what is written here, it is
incorrect.

But that is a principle. We had it this morning, the

principle is that campsigns will be initiated by the nations

offices. Is that correct? -- I did not accept that as a
general principle. I said there are those campaigns which 10
would have originated in the national office by way of the
discussions starting at the level of the NEC. There are
others which do noet necessarily come from the NEC. So that
that cannot be taken as a general principle.

And it was decided here aon this, that there must be
such a campaign and it was the youth organisations encouraged
to be the spearhead of this casmpaign? -- That is correct,
but whether the campaign was implemented 1is another story.

A decision may be taken, but until that decision has been
implemented, one cannot even begin to talk of it as 2 cam- 20
paign. In principle that has been accepted.

And furthermore instructions were issued to you to
make available to the Western Cape region all affiliated
youth groups? -- That is correct.

Did you do that? -- I did not do it.

Why not? -- Well, because of the overloasd of work, and
also because of lack of proper response from the regions.

Mr Molere, will you agree that the regions would not
be in possession - the Western Cape would not Be 1n posses-
siaon of +the affiliated youth groups in the Transvaal? -- 10
They have that, in the sense that the list of those or-
ganisations which attended the natignal launch was availacle
to all the regians.

But the important factor is that it was decided by the
UDF National to have a campalign on conscription? -- That is
carrect. That of course wouwld be also dependent on the
findings of the commission set out in the first line of the
paragraph, the first and secand line of the paragraph, the
first sentence of the paragraph.

And were committees eventually - anti-canscriptiaon 2L
committees eventually appointed? -- They were formed in
certain regiagns.

Now, in the Transvaal, I understood your evidence this
morning, there was a caommittee in the Transvaal? -- There
was.

Regional Committee Executive accepted that there must Be an
anti-conscription campaign. Lo you agree? -~ It may well
mean that, but what I understana this to be 1s actually a
rough agenda far the PE conference.

well, according to this there is an anti-constiitution
campaign? -- That is correct. According to this the anti-
constitution campaign was going to bBe discussed, &and the
millign signature campaign was going to be discussed.

And the anti-conscription campaign was going to be

Now, can you elaborate on that and tell the
Court what money was paid over to the UWestern Cape and for
what purpose? -- Well, it was really for UDF campaigns.
