The experimental infection of nymphs on goats was done at CIRAD herd facilities, according to internationally approved OIE standards. The experimental procedure was authorized by the director of Guadeloupe Veterinary Services on behalf of the Prefect of Guadeloupe (authorization number: A-971-18-01). Amblyomma variegatum nymphs were first engorged before the period of hyperthermia on goats that were experimentally challenged with the E. ruminantium strain, Bekuy 255. The moulted adults were preserved in 70% ethanol before further DNA extraction.
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
