OPSOMMING

Die direkte slagofferbelewenis van ‘n transitorooftog en die invioed daarvan op
betekenisvolle ander is tydens die ondersoek verken. Die Selfaktualiseringsteorie van
Abraham Maslow en die Aangeleerde Hulpeloosheidsteorie van Abramson, Seligman
en Teasdale is krities ontleed en aangewend om die navorsing te rig en die bevindinge
te interpreteer.

‘n Ondersoekgroep van 17 respondente is deur middel van sneeubal-en
versadigingsteekproefseleksie saamgestel. ‘n Konteks spesifieke metodologiese
benadering is gebruik waarvolgens klem gelé word op die betekenisinhoud wat die
direkte slagoffer aan die viktimisasiebelewenis van die transitorooftog heg. Uit die
ontleding en analise van die data blyk dit dat die sekuriteitswag se selfbeeld en sy
verhouding met betekenisvolle ander deur die viktimisasiegebeurtenis beinvioed word.
Dit kan ‘n invloed hé op die direkte slagoffer se vermoé& om tot sy volle potensiaal te
aktualiseer. Die wyse waarop die direkte slagoffer die invloed van sy gesin, uitgebreide
familie en kollega(s) beleef, bepaal die mate waartoe aanvaarding en aanpassing
plaasvind.

Die direkte slagoffer se behoefte aan verdere berading het duidelik in die ondersoek na
vore gekom. Die bevindinge het dit moontlik gemaak om praktiese voorstelle met
betrekking tot die direkte slagofferbelewenis van ‘n transitorooftog te maak. Die
samelewing behoort ingelig te word aangaande die erns en die emosionele- en
ekonomiese implikasies van transitorooftogte. Die bevindinge van die ondersoek het
ook sekere terreine en moontlikhede vir verdere navorsing beklemtoon.

SUMMARY

The direct victim’'s experience of a cash in transit robbery and the influence on his next
of kin were explored. The Selfactualisation theory of Abraham Maslow and the Learned
Helplessness theory of Abramson, Seligman en Teasdale was critically analysed and
used to direct the research findings and interpretation of data.

A group of 17 respondents was selected by means of snowball and saturation sampling
methods. A context specific methodological approach was used which focussed on the
importance of the contents and the direct victim's experience of the cash in transit
robbery. The interpretation and analysis of the data showed that the direct victim's self
esteem and interaction with meaningful others were influenced by the cash in transit
robbery. This may have an impact on the direct victim’s ability to be what he can be
and reach full selfactualisation. The way in which the direct victim perceives the
influence of his family and friends might determine the extent of acceptance and
adapting to his victimisation experience.

The direct victim's need for further psychological counselling was clearly identified
during the study. These findings made it possible to make practical recommendations
with regard to the direct victim's experience of the cash in transit robbery. Society
should be informed about the seriousness, and psychological and economical
implications of cash in transit robberies. In addition, the findings highlighted further

areas for research.
