HUNS' NEW ATTACK FAILS. 
French Official News. 

PARIS, Tuesday, 11 p.m. 
To the north of the Aisne the fire of our artil­

lery caught a strong German column whlch was 
marching on the Des Dames Road. 

The accurate fire inflicted serious losses on the 
enemy. 

In the Argonne our artillery was very active 
on the whole of the hostile front. 

To the west of the Meuse there was a somewhat 
intense bombardment of our front (Mort Homme­

MR. H. A. BARKER'S OFFER.
