In 2005, Senegal passed the National Free Delivery and Caesarean policy to mitigate financial barriers to facility-based delivery care. This policy removed user fees for normal deliveries at health posts and health centers, as well as C-sections at higher-level facilities. Evidence shows that this policy increased utilization of healthcare services, referrals to higher level care, and rates of C-section delivery. The Lives Saved analysis also suggests that the number of maternal and neonatal lives saved by C-section and other facility-based interventions (e.g. uterotonics, MgSO4, and antibiotics) increased dramatically after this policy was initiated.
