The V-IVM exhibited more Raman spectroscopy scattering peaks than the IVM, with distinct scattering observed at 839 and 1465 cm-1. From the Raman scattering, it was not possible to confirm that the veterinary formulation contained ivermectin. It is probable that the Raman scattering shift could be ascribed to a different solid-state form of ivermectin, as this has been reported previously. Based on this, HPLC analysis was used to conclusively identify ivermectin in both samples.
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
