In urgent cases withdrawals may be made by Telegraph at any Money Order Office in the' 
Colony at which telegraphic business is transacted. The fee payable is 2s_ to cover the cost · 
of the application and the reply-telegram_ Repayment in such cases is, as a rule, effected 
within a few hOUTS from the time of application. Immediate repayment may he obtained by.' 
DepOSitors resident in Cape Town on payment of a fee of ad. 

SAVINGS BANK CERTIFICATES. 
Savings Bank Certificates of the value of £100 each, bearing interest at the rate of 3 per 

cent. per annum, may be obtainell by any Savings Bank depositor. 
No depositor is permitted to hold more than 10 Certificate! in addition to the maximum 

amount allowed by law to be deposited in the Post Office Savings Bank.
