o Adigital repository is a mechanism for managing and storing digital
content.

* Repositories can be subject or institutional in their focus.

e Putting content into an institutional repository enables staff and institutions
to manage and preserve it

* Repositories use open standards to ensure that the content they contain is
accessible in that it can be searched and retrieved for later use.
