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The frame work that we are proposing 
for Mamelodi is a Linear Nodal 
Development Framework. The 
defi niƟ on of this framework is the 
upgrading and provision of services 
coupled with the implementaƟ on of 
individual catalyƟ c intervenƟ ons, such 
as community oriented or commercial 
faciliƟ es; in order to facilitate natural 
growth and cohesion to reclaim lost 
or forgoƩ en spaces, areas and peoples 
within the exisƟ ng fabric.

Mamelodi’s cultural and historical 
past as a township has caused large 
scale fragmentaƟ on and poor planning 
that has disrupted the built and social 
fabric. ForgoƩ en spaces and cracks in 
the form of buff er zones, empty sites 
and disjointed or absent services have 
become almost insƟ tuƟ onal in the 
Mamelodi context. The reclamaƟ on of 
these isolated, forgoƩ en spaces and 
their sƟ tching together through the 
improvement of exisƟ ng infrastructure 
and provision of services becomes the 
focus of the Linear Nodal Development 
Framework.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

Large Urban commercial frameworks 
have very rarely been achieved within 
a socio-poliƟ cal context, as they require 
an extensive amount of governmental 
eff ort, energy and fi nances in order 
for these schemes to be implemented 
successfully. This form of Urban planning 
or vision oŌ en takes liƩ le cognisance of 
the exisƟ ng fabric and natural growth 
that could occur within the area, which 
would lead to a richer urban fabric and 
beƩ er appropriateness of place.
