Later, the pupil i · allowed to control the craft 
alone, \ "ith an expel"t till by his side. That is 
when the great que tion of suc··ess or failure as 
an aviator ari es. 

If a pupil is sucee sful be may obtain a pilot':! 
certificate in eight week . Before obtaining this, 
ho ev r, he has to ac~omplish seve1·al difficult 
e\Olutions in the air which are severe.

WORK. 

THE first debate in Parliament on the 
munitions problem was not very illumi­
nating. A regrettable feature. was ~he 

element of suspicion revealed. Leavmg astde 
political tactics, local interests and priva~c 
piques, the discussio~ showed tha.t the~e 1s 
a strong feeling agamst compuls10n e1ther 
for soldiers or for workmen. At the sar.H! 
time, however, it was evident that many of 
the speakers failed to take the national vi~w. 
Having made their objection against a cer­
tain point or principle they ceased fire, as if 
their business was done. They omitted to 
give alternative schemes, and, as usual, Par­
liament proved itself poor at constructive 
work. 

NO\V in this crisis the Germans will not 
let us drop the matter. \Ve must find 

men and shells, or go under as a nation. 
How we are t? get these men and shells 
is secondary to the vital fact that we must 
get them. It is no use for the political man 
to raise this or that objection if he is not 
ready with as good a scheme for carrying 
on the war supplies. 

BUT having established this point firmly 
that we must have men and shells to the 

full extent which Lord Kitchener calls for, 
we come to the real problem how best to 
supply them. It is all yery well for frothy 
politicians to talk about compulsion) but they 
must show first that they understand the 
problem involved. By force of arms the 
Government could barrack the whole nation 
to-morrow. But it would only obtain a use­
less and dangerous mob. \Ve shall not win 
this war with mobs of men at the front or 
mobs at the factory gates. Primarily, \ve 
require a ''-'ell-planned system, which ·will 
select suitable ·workers anJ apply them to 
suitable tasks under the best possible condi­
tions. For present purposes we may leave the 
Army alone. Lord Kitchener is the man to 
decide there. So far he has trusted to the 
voluntary system. If it fails he will be the 
first to know. The order for conscription 
must come from him and not from the North­
cliffe Press. \Vhen Kitchener gives the word 
that he must ask for conscription the country 
will submit cheerfully. 

THE munition problem is different and more 
difficult. For this we want factories and 

machinery, as well as men ; and behind them 
must be an intricate system of raw material 
supply, transport, etc. It is useless to call 
out for man and women workers in munition 
supply if the factories are not ready for them. 
We cannot wait to build new factortc:., and 
so we must make full use of every existing 
premises adaptable to munition production. 

HERE it is that a nationalising sc!1em~ \vill 
" ·orl'. The Government has ta.~en over 

or will take over every suitable factory. This 
should have been a cut-and-dried plan before 
the war. .But we are making amends n,,~w, 
and if the State acts in a business-like way it 
can make splendid use of the country· s faci­
lities. 
NEXT is the· supply of workers, and this is 

the critical part of the whole affair. 
Firstly, skilled workers are needed. They 
must come back from the Army or elsewhere. 
To add to their numbers we next requi.-e to 
tap the vast field of semi-skilled labour. 
From the garages and small engineering cvn­
cerns all over the country a vast army ;::[ 
men can be drawn who can soon Le ljttcd 
into munition work, and to supplement them 
we have an unlimited supply of willing men 
and women to do the unskilled work. 
SO far the real trouble with the best workers 

· In the war supplies and allied industries 
is the suspicion that the employers and share­
holders were earning abnormal profits whilst 
the men were overworked and exploited. fo 
remedy it the State must for the term of the 

·ar nationalise the tssential industries. 
Strikes and lock-outs will be criminal 
offences against the nation. Hours of w..:>rk, 
rate of pay and scale of profit will be !lxed 
?Y the Sta e. Here you have a system wi1i:h 
1s not compulsory in the Prussian sense, and 
yet it provides that discipline Vihich is 
neces ary f()r a J'feat national enterprise.

Nothing 
ex.cept the stubble and t~1e ~ky, and far, ve1·y far 
a~\ ay, a lonely cottage,. w1th 1ts surrounding group 
~ lo\v, mop-head a<?ae~as, and th€ gaunt, straight 
am1 of a well pomttng upwards to the sun. 

And ~hrough _the silent, va~t immensity the little 
pro~e,swn of Vlll.age f?lk,_ Wlth banners flying and 
quamt, harsh voices smgmg the Litany winds its 
wa.y along: the flat, sandy road, like ~ brightly­
c-oloured nbbon thrown there by a giant hand and 
maue to flutter and. t(} mov.e by a giant's br€~th. 

Presentlr th; shrme .came in sight; just a <Jark 
speck at first m the mtdst of the great lonelin~'ss 
t~len more a_nd mo~e distinct-there on the road~ 
s1de-all by Itself Without a tree near it-lonely in 
the bosom of the plain. 

The procession. came to a halt in front of it, 11nd 
two hundre.d paus of eyes, brim£ul with simple
