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SUMMARY 

In thi s stud y, the problem of food insecurity among rural women is 

examined. The study focuses on the food security project known as the 

Babina-Chuene Women's MUlti-purpose Project, in Vergelegen village 

in the Bochum di stri ct of the Northern Province. The discussion of the 

food security proj ect uses information from a literature study and data 

from personal interviews and question nai res. The contex t of the project, 

background and environment of the peo pl e in the proj ect are examined. 

The study aims to find Ollt whether thi s project solves the poverty and 

food insecurity problem in Bochum. The project is evaluated using 

criteria for projects in terms of proj ect management, planning, 

implementation and eval uation. 

The proj ect is found to meet most of the criteria, but revea ls some 

problems that endange r its sustainability. Some recommendations are 

made.
