June: Moira Bleazard presented the stamps of
Israel issued during 1999 plus her annual quiz
won by our treasurer Brian Gruzd.

It was also the best attended meeting in five
years despite the fact that six of our regulars
were away overseas or unable to attend.

July: Annual foreign competitive Frank Fried-
man showed his “Diamonds” collection, well
researched and shows his vast knowledge of
diamonds. Included was a cheque written and
signed by Cecil John Rhodes. Achi Frank’s ex-
hibit of his vast Canada collection was outstan-
ding of early Canada with imperfs overprints,
errors etc. He is the expert on Canada. His col-
lection won high awards.

August: We had the pleasure of seeing Selwyn
Uria’s collection of Doar Ivri which is in world
class as Selwyn has a vast collection of it in
pairs strips, blocks and all beautifully written
up as only Selwyn can do it. There were also
many items of postal history. Some covers were
unique. No wonder it won high honours in Is-
rael and elsewhere.

September: We were honoured to have a visit
from our member David Crocker accompa-
nied by Sjaan le Roux.

David is the doyen of stamp dealers in South
Africa having spent a lifetime as dealer, expert
and senior judge and chairman of juries over
many years. Over the years he has formed
many collections and this time he surprised us
with outstanding exhibits. I don’t remember
even seeing so many revenue stamps of Israel —
including the superb May 1948 issue of Jerusa-
lem siege revenues.

There were also early Russian Czar stamps
including high values and a superb collection
of Danzig pre-Hitler stamps all beautifully
written up. The meeting was well attended.
October: It was an audio visual evening orga-
nised by John and Moira Bleazard, and called
“A general introduction to stamp collecting”,
produced in England. It gave an adult view of
what stamp collecting has diversified into. Very
interesting.

WITWATERSRAND PS

July 2000: The society broke new ground by
staging a display by junior philatelists from the
East Rand under the stewardship of Jill Red-
mond, RDPSA. Fifty-two members and guests
attended the meeting and by the end of the eve-
ning they were extremely impressed by the
standards achieved. Jill herself discussed the
history of JUNASS and displayed some memo-
rabilia from the “old days” and also mounted
an exhibit from 1983 entitled “Maxine’s Zoo”.

Maxine herself could not be present but her
brother, John White, now aged 27, was able to
put up three of his own exhibits — “Brother-
hood of Scouting”, “Sports — An Alphabetic
Revue” and “Safety”. From Benoni, the youth
leader Pat Kitts explained the idea of creating a
club exhibit and encouraging all members to
participate, even five-year olds!

The thematic exhibit on “Aircraft and Avia-
tion™ as entered at this year’s national exhibi-
tion was shown as an example of the genre to-
gether with pages from a previous year to show
the evident degree of improvement. Also from
Benoni, Warren Turner, now 18, showed the
collection of “GB Machins” which had achie-
ved a Silver medal at the International in Indo-
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nesia in 1996.

Charles Rogers, the youth leader from Nigel,
then added his comments on, in particular, the
fun had by the youngsters, not to mention, one
suspects, himself, in building a team display.
From a membership of 30, twenty-five
youngsters had competed at JUNASS 2000 in
Boksburg.

Jill then interviewed the two youngest ex-
hibitors of the evening. Gareth Fluke who, al-
though only 12, had won a vermeil for a two-
frame thematic on “Water-Birds” and also
showed 15 pages on “Scouting”, an exhibit
which had been prepared to Silver medal stan-
dard in the space of two weeks. His elder sister,
Stacey Fluke (16), displayed 30 pages of “The
Women of Windsor” incorporating stamps
and postal history to tell the story of the distaff
side of British royalty from Queen Victoria to
Sophie, Duchess of Wessex. Usage of picture
postcards was kept to a commendable mini-
mum.

It was perhaps a little surprising to hear Sta-
cey tell Jill in her interview that she enjoyed
philately because it was not a hobby in which
her friends indulged; she liked to be different.
Doubtless, if she maintans her interest in
stamps in the years to come, she will find that
many of her friends will be fellow enthusiasts.
August 2000: The annual auction of the socie-
ty was held in August and raised the princely
sum of R12 399 for club funds, a healthy im-
provement on last year’s record of R8 052.
There were nearly 200 lots in the auction inclu-
ding a number of Anglo-Boer War covers, an
early QE II collection in two volumes, better
sets from the Falkland Islands, Bechuanaland,
Hong Kong, Germany, New Zealand, Canada,
Austria and Australia, some fine multiples of
the SA Bantams and a set of 11 covers from the
Israel Cavalcade which was held in Johannes-
burg in 1950.

Other lots included a number of fine bottles

of wine (including a magnum of 1984 Merlot
Cabernet Sauvignon which fetched R450), a
watch issued by the Bahamas Postal Authority,
a number of framed prints which attracted spi-
rited bidding and, surprisingly, three video ga-
mes and a golf umbrella!
September 2000: The meeting was saddened
to learn of the death of one of our members,
Allan Raw. A fitting tribute was paid by Paul
van Zeyl, president of SAPDA, and a moment
of silence was observed out of respect for a po-
pular friend and dealer.

The attention of members was drawn to the
somewhat alarming provisions of the Govern-
ment Gazette of 9 June 2000 which refers to
The South African Resources Act of 1999. The
notice states, in part, that various antiquities,
furniture, musical instruments, zoological, bo-
tanical and geological specimens as well as
“South African items of numismatic (medals

.and coinsy and philatelic (stamps and cancella-
-tions) interest that have been in South Africa
for more than 100 years”. . . “are deemed pro-
tected in terms of the National Heritage Re-
sources Act and for which a permit in terms of
the said Act is required for export from the
country.”

The fare for the evening was the annual one-
frame competition for the Barkhan Cup. Twel-
ve exhibits of astounding variety were dis-
played and judging of the competition was in
the hands of the members present and by a

short head the trophy was awarded to Louis
Kingma — “The First Year of Great Britain”
with Patrick Flanagan — “Zanzibar Postage
Dues” and Clive Sergay — “Interesting Strikes
of Zululand” in second and third places re-
spectively.

EAST RAND PS

August: The bourse was very disappointing as
only four members offered material for sale. It
seems that members prefer other means to dis-
pose of surplus material. From experience,
auctions and bourses are not popular as regular
features of the society programme.
September: This month saw a good turn-out
for an entertaining display on acrophilately by
David Wigston. At 30% thematics and 70%
postal history, aerophilately sits comfortably
between the two, and gently bends the rules of
both! This potted history of the development
of airmail routes from about 1910 to 2000 was
extremely informative, and with at least one
anecdote for every page, was also entertaining.

David illustrated the use of flying boats,
seaplanes, Zeppelins and rockets that had been
used to keep mail moving, not to mention the
intense inter-airline and international rivalry
that developed, particularly over the more lu-
crative routes. (Shades of our taxi routes, here
in SAl).

Of interest is that much of this has happened
during our lifetime; not that we were always
aware of it. This was a great evening enjoyed by
all.

October: Two members, Moira Bleazard and
Jan Bakker, took the opportunity to give us a
preview of part of their exhibits for Pretoria.

Moira showed us some of the postal happe-
nings in the Gaza Strip. It was governed suc-
cessively by Turkey, Britain, Israel, the UN
and Egypt, this resulted in a complex and va-
ried postal history.

Jan gave us a selection of Dutch mail from
WW II. This included many varieties of cen-
sorship, even by the Germans of German mail,
internee, Red Cross and POW mail, and ex-
amples of war stamps and slogans.

The object of the exercise was to receive
comment — and there was plenty. Mainly devo-
ted to presentation rather than content, it ran-
ged from borders or no borders, the use of win-
dows, how much of a cover must one show to
the crowding or otherwise of pages. In all a
great evening that didn’t end till late.

SWA STAMP STUDY GROUP
September: The meeting was an informal
one, due to the president and vice-president
both being overseas. Mr. Thompson showed
“Aspects of SWA postal history during the pe-
riod 1914 - 1923” and “South West Africa Air-
mails in the 1930s”. These exhibits, accepted
for Stampshow 2000, were in the final stages of
preparation and write-up.
October: This was a special meeting at
Stampshow 2000 in Pretoria. To begin with we
discussed with Prof A Visser, the chairman of
the national exhibition the present status of the
publications by Ralph Putzel. He has taken
over from Ralph, and now co-ordinates his
work on South African and South West Afri-
can postmarks.

The President welcomed six members from
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the Gauteng region and extended a special wel-
come to country members R West (Newcastle)
, H Kussing (Port Elizabeth) and C Rachs
(Swakopmund). F Beck (Windhoek) and Dr C
G Fraser (New York) attended as guests. The
winners of the following floating trophies were
at the meeting and were congratulated on their
fine achievements: F Beck (President’s Trophy
for the best exhibit on show), C Raehs (AFV
Eretoekenning, awarded at the discretion of
the jury) and H G Thompson (Rose Marie
Crocker Shield for best SWA exhibit, and also
Total Stampex 95 trophy for best area outside
South Africa).

Group members received in total three
Gold, two Large Vermeil, five Vermeil and two
Silver-Bronze awards. The group congratulates
all members and non-members on their achie-
vements.

Stampshow 2000 provided a lot of fascina-
ting exhibits for the South West Africa collec-
tor. No less than ten out of 65 competitive and
two Court of Honour exhibits had South West
Africa as a theme!

During the discussion on the awards it was
learned that it is now allowed to indicate in an
exhibit that certain items are rare either by
saying so or, in a more subtle way, by edging
them with a border in a colour differing from
the rest of the exhibit.

Carl Raehs provided information on post of-
fice counter points, which are at present being
established in hitherto postally under-served

areas of Namibia. The latest one is at Monde-
sa, a suburb of Swakopmund, and was installed
on 2 October 2000. It is the first counter-point
to be open during weekdays from 08:00 to
20:00 hours and on Sundays (!) from 08:30 to
13:00 and 16:00 to 20:00 hours. Mondesa uses
the Swakopmund No. 7 canceller and also the
registration labels of Swakopmund. NamPost
now follows the same trend as South Africa and
other countries.

Carl provided a list of the counter-points
currently in operation (the location of the
counter-point is given first, then the canceller
which it uses):

A discussion ensued about how future post-
mark collectors would be able to establish
whether a cover was, for example, handed in at
Grootfontein or at Tsumkwe (279km by road
from Grootfontein) without having the above
knowledge? Friedhelm Beck pointed out that
NamPost is very slack in providing this infor-
mation. He quoted examples of counter-points

which had been opened, were closed and re-
opened again or re-located without proper an-
nouncement in the press.

Namibia’s collectors cannot keep track of
these developments. Carl Raehs said he obtain-
ed his information from the Swakopmund post
office, which is highly apprec1ated
