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EARLY HISTORY AND GROWTH OF THE PRISS IN SOUTH aFRICA

CHAPTER T,
INTRODUCTORY NOTE,

The first printlng Prsss arrived at Capetown in I30C.
It wag not until more than a guarter of & century had elapsed, however,
befcre tha frsadom of ths Prass in South africa was obtained, as the
crowning glory of a stern fight on the part of a handful of Preas
pioneers ugainst the despotism of officisldom. The events which took
place Auring the unsettlsd years of IBCC-IB28 constltute & romance in
the history of South african journalism, a roemance which was schoed
in the Transvaal more than half a century later whan the Press in that
Northern Republic hud frequsntly to sesk the protection of the Gourts
of Law agaimst ths iron rule of President Kruger. These two psriodse«
I300-1IR28 in the Cape and I803-IBER in the Transvaal-- are eples in
the history of South africen Journalism which stand out «s landmarks
deserving of grester recognitlion and sttentlion than has so far bsen
sccordsd them, Historians havs, it 1s true, recorded the story of the
struggle for the frsedom of the Fress in the Cape, but, as far as can
be ascertained, the story of ths fight for liberty in the Transvaal
Republic has not yet bsen told, sn endeavour will ps made in the fol-
lowing pagea to right that wrong.

Since four indepsndent 1nvastig&tcr3xﬁava coveraed the fleld
of the early hiastory of tha Press at the Cape, ant singe this hss later
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been amplified the writer has reliasd largsly upon sscondary sources

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sources for information in trhis regurd, As far as the Transvaal is
concernad, he has had to explore virgin £4alda and research in this
connaction has basn among original docurments, statutes and publica~
tions. The Press in the Orange ¥ree State and Natal, lsss apactac-
ular both in its origin and in 1ts subsecuant growth, has baen the
subjact of further ressarch, mostly among secondary sources, the
fruits of whioh are includad for the sake of complsteness, while
due attention has also been glven to the eountry press, and to the
woeakly and monthly Prass catsaring for secticnal and spseiulised
intarasta, and papears publiashed ontelda tha Union devoted to South
afriean affairs. Owing to the magnitude of the task, howsver, the
survey cannot c¢lalm to be aexhaustive, but rathar to reflact the
nature and development of represantative journals falling within
the last mentionad categories. A complete list of newspapers, of
whataver kind, in existence in South Africa, on September Ist, 1933,

has been inecluded as an appendix,

EaRLY PRINTING IN SCUTH AFRICA

The arrival of the first printing Press in Capatown in 1800
was the ontcome of prolongsd reprassntations made from the Cape to
Eolland® unAar whose control the Japa than was, The Presgs was re-
quirad for the wuss of the Colonial Government for the printing of
Governmant noticas, proclamations, and other %tate documents.
Holurtis statassthat an appeal for this prianting eovipment had been
refusad by the authoritisa at amsterdam in 1785, snd another such
requast thraas yvaars later provad agually futils, In 1793, however,
tha Sounnil of Poliey at ths Caps dacided to astablish a printing
plant and promised to Johan Christian Ritter the eppointment of
Supsrintendant. Bafore thesa plans could be put into =ffect,however,
the Cape was surrendered to the English and Ritter's high hopes
were dashed %o the ground. The privilege of being the first man to

do printing in South Africa was nsvertheless not denied him,

Ritter had obtainad 2 small press from soma
source and, opportunist that he was, memorialised 3ir
Gsorgs Yongze, then Govannor at tha Cape, to ths effect that
he hed prectised "such trifles” as his small apparatus
would allow.4 By this time, howsver, Ritter was no longer
alons in the printing fiald, for in I725 H.H., Smith, a
master printar, emigrated to the Cape.' Theae two, though
rivals, realised that in unity lay strangth and combined
in their efforts to obtain appointment as Govermment
trinters, Smith livewlss W2Moriglised the Covernor
atating that he had already receivaed the grsater part of
his printing plunt an? that hs was daily expecting the
arrival of the remainder of his scuipment, He proposed,
in trhe event of his appointment, to confime himself to the
printing of such papsre as were reculred by the Departments
of the Government, togethar with notices of sales, catalogues,
and other marcantile matters, The Governor prorilsad to
consider the applicetion but enjoined 8Smith to print
nothing Iin the meantime execept in the services of the
Covernrent,

In spite of this promises, Sir George Yonge
1asued & pronlamation on July 15,7800, snnouncing the
appolintment as =o0le printers to the Government of Yessrs,
Walker and Robartson, an influentiel and wall-established
firm of merchants, which had imported preas and types,
three printers, and a Dutch translator. Ritter and
3mith made common canse against the competition of this
f1rm but thelr protests wera in valn, On Fabruary I,
1800, the printing plant had Heen astablished at 35 Plein

The Governor's proclamation provided a heavy fine,
together with the confiscation of all printing equiptkent,
if anyone else presumed to do any printing whatsocever,
Mesars, Walker and Bobertson wers further given permission
to start a weekly p&per.e

Foiled in their object, Rittar and Smith
appealed to the Government for recognition or compensation,
The Governor promised to purchase a Press which Ritter
was expecting from Europe and, on September 20th, Smith was
enjoined to depozit with the Government all printing
materials he had procured, Messrs, Walker and Robertson
were by no means safe in thelr position as monopolists,
for complaints from other sources regarding the high
printing charges, coupled with the Government's unessiness
about the printing by private persons of what was in effect
an official Gazette led the authorities to bring the monopoly
to an end by the purchase of the plant. A Government
proclamation of October I0,IB800 announced this decision
and set forth a reduced schedule of prices for subseription
to the newspaper, for advertisements and for commercial
printing. A monopoly in the printing trade still existed
only it had changed The sole right of printing was now
vested in the Government of the Colony. Prior to the
GCovernment's proclamation, Messrs, Walker and Robertson
had commenced publication ! of the "Capstown Gazette” and

"sfrican Advertiser®, regarded by some historians as

South Africa's first newspaper,

Lady Anne Barnard made the following interesting comment
on this paper in the letter to Henry Dundas already referred
to:~ "This page is like a newspaper. The Government is
resolved to have one here. If 1t answers as the printing of
the almanac 4id in the Dutch time, it will be droll. The

When the Government assumed control of the printing

press 1t continued the publication of this papaer.

Smith was offered e position In the Government Printenrts
Office, but there is no further record of Ritter,

The plant was not immediately transferred from 35 Plein
Street tc the Castls, A fourteen-page pamphlet on
"Proostelyk Gesprek tuschen den Hesre Jssus en ds
Moedeloose Ziel", published in I80I, shows that the
YDrukkery van het Gouvernement” was not at the Castle

st the time of its publication.

Muech of the foregoing information has
been extracted from Lloyd's "Birth of Printing in South Afrigé"
Diiring the Dutceh oceupation of the Caps

from I802 to IB06 the printing plant was transferred

to the Castle where the weekly newspaper was given the
name of "Keapsche Courant™ and was printed and published
every Saturday "ter Gouvernement Drukkey in Het Kasteel",
which was daily open for business from 8-1I2 and 5.639.
This was "Deel II. No. I. January, IS804 with the following
inseription as a heading: "Die ondergetekende direkteur van
'Kaapsche Courant' is op Hooge autoriteit gelast, hier
mede bekend te maken dat alle publicatien, proclamatien,

notificatien, Keuren, wetten, Akten of Orders-- van welken

aard of benaming die ook 2zyn mogen, welke in dit weekblad

Mr Llord is Librarian of the South African Public
Library at Capstown, which possesses 25,000 volumes
(bound) of South African newspapers, including all the
original correspondence, baill bondas, and documents in
connection with the first issues of all the early news-
papers from I800. He is therefore in an admirable
position to give an authentic and reliable account of
the avents of ths period reviewed.

During the period of Dutch control, there
was lssued on February 9th, 1804, a proclamatien by Jen
Willem Janssens, Govarnorfowhich is interesting not only as
an early product of the South African Press, but also because
of the placse in whlich it was found, A Library in Massachu-
setts, in the United States, is surely one of the last
places in which one would expect to find evidences of early
printing in South Africa. But it was while searching in
the Library of the American Antliguarian Soclety at Worcester,
Massachusetts, for some early American imprints, that I was
astonished and delighted to discover this broadside from
Capetown. It was probably brought from the Cape by some
New England ship Captain, it finally found its way into the
incomparable collection in the Library of Soclety at
Worcester, there to remind us more than a quarter of a
century later, of a thread of connection between ths
people of South aAfrica and the people of North asmerica in

THE FIGHT FOR THE LIBERTY OF THE PRE3S

S0 far no independant Press had appeared
on the scena. This fact greatly puzzled a Capetown youth,
Norris Henri Meurant, the only son ¢f a Capetown citizen.
According to his bookxahe frequently wondersd why it was
taking so long for a newspaper to bs eatablishad at the
Capa, The settlera, hes argusd, had come from one of the
most fraesdom-loving countriaes in ths world- Folland - and
the Fuguenots were alsoc people who cherished freedom. He
came to the conclusion that the settlera were being syst-
ematically deterred from givéng expression to their opinions.
In thls he waus right as subsequent svents go to show,

The Gazette religned with undisputed away
for 24 years.xs It confined 1tself to the publication of
Government ordinances, proclamations and notices generally
and such mercantils or domastic advertisemants as might
offer, Politiocs were strictly barred, but a few paragraphs
of news ware offsred for oocssional consumption, as well as
construectivs artiocles from tha pen of Mr John Barrow and
other Government officials, Hany ysars afterwards when
the battle for the freedom of the Press was raging in
South Africa the Editor of the 'Gazette'! so far forgot his
allegiance to the powers that be to enlarge upon the "full
influence of free publication on the minds, manners, sctions,
and habits of men in social life"., It was an offence that
sould not be condcned aspeclally at & juncture when the
Governmant had seen fit to interdiect the free Press of the

conuntry.

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The consequence was as a writer in I832 puts 1t, "all light
was immediately flung out of the "Gazette" and advertise-
ments™ a3 at the praesant time,only tolerated. It was now
printed by Mr., Bridskirk, and enjoyed, as it ever 4id, the
patronags of many town and country readers, Indeed, it
was quite ths oracle of some people, and the country fare
mer would, of all men, be most miserable, wers he to lose
the delight of luxuriating over the market prices of "koorn",
Ary goods and "tabak", and of pondering well all that follows
undar the heads "Getrouwd"” and "gedoopt™ and the Gravesend
news undsr that of "Overleden“.14

Clouds wers gathering on the horizon, as far
as the "Gazette" was concaerned, and its position as the
only purveyor of news in the country was soon to be chale
lenged. On January 5, 1822, 1t published a notice to the
effect that "His Excellency, the Governor and Commander-ine
Chiaf, has thonught proper to direct that all public com.
munications which may appear in this psper, signsed with
any official signature, ceasse to be considered as official
communications to those persons to shom they may relate,"

On December 23, 1823; George Grelg, a printer
who had recently arrived from London, Adlscovered that there
was no law prohibiting the publication of a newspaper., He
accordingly addressed a lstter to Lord Charles Somerset,
the Governor, together with the prospectus of & newsesheeot
which he intended styling "The 3outh africen Commercial
Advertiaer®, the object of which waz to be ™o exclude most
rigorously all personal controversy, however disguised, or
ths remoteat discussion of subjects relating tgsthe policy

or administration of the Colonial Government.”

met with instant success.  The second number published on
Jamiary 14th, described the experiences of the proprictor with
the first issus. "¥e were gratefully surpriged to see 30 many
of the native (by native Greig means Dutch) inhsbitants of
thig Colony among ocur gupporters, and the nweerous inquiries
which were made as to our inltentlon in future of transiuting
into the Dutch language the mogt interesting par ts of our mis-
gellancous intelligence convinces us of the expediency of
making arrangemente for that pu:poae"?s The suppreasion of
the *advertiser® was ultimately due to the Government's in-
veterate aversion o free speegh and 2 free press. Under the
gditorial puidance of Fairbairn and Pringle, the "idvortiser®
grev bolder and bolder uniil, in the sixth edition a refurence
to the "Liberty of the Pregs" was made The following number
began to revort judicial rroceedings and in particular that
caupe celobre the trial of Cooke, Edwerde, and ioffwen. In
the twelfth number the testimony of Cowper was cited as to the
benefits of a free Press. Matiers came 10 & head over the
reports of Cooke-Edwerds trial. This was a sort of test case
to challenge the despotism 0f the Government wzho, inetead of
forwarding a memorial by \ lLancelot Cooke regarding alleged

Thie tendency is on which Ls rapldly
baing aupplaated by a desire for short pithy tities, ouch as
the "Kapoo Nuus®, the "Ladybrand Courant”, or the Bethal "Echot
The most significent feature of thoese charage
teriotics peculisr %o &he country newspapere is thoe principle
of bilinguanliom, & principle whiich the writer would like to
pee extended to the more influential newspusers in thie ocountxy.
The necegsity for bilingualiem in the ccuntry districte arises
from the foct that, owlng o e linited populction of the
diatricts ontered for, overy ondeuvouy must be sade $o appesd

Ae¢ provided in both officizl lanpusges. This neceasity dooe
not crige in the large towns, whore satlsfactory circulations
ore obtudned withoud having $0 resort to this device. The
principle, neccesiiated though Lt is by econonlo considewatione,
iz 2 sound ong. Both inglish snd afrikaane-gpocking peovle
in the country ave provided with an opportunity of lesyning
whichover of the lenguages is not gpoken in their om howmes.

They
provide such reading matter of an instrooetive nature for the
Laraing copemini$ise cnd provide & 1ink betreen gseatiered
sese In the same dletriet and contridbute in 2 omall moneure
towarde brightening wp the Aull moments of fowm 1life.

The object of the "Gencotekep van Feghe
Afrikeners® wop *Om te stzan vir one Tasl, one Hasle, on
one Volk¥. One of the memns whereby this end wae to e
achioved wse the isoue of a monthly naver, *Die Afrikaznse
Patriot®, the first number of whioh appeared on January 18th

1876. /
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1876. It had scerosly fifty suvdacoribere, and wes the
subject of amuch adversze oriticiam The Cape Synod of

the [utch Chuxch discussed the matier and oviticised the
pasphlet.  Children were forbidden to read it and teachers
to act e gontributors or espents. The "Cradockeche-Afrikener®
pad 4 of £t ¢ ‘Pfemi-educated Griquas will surely be delighted
with thig paper®. "pie Patriot® wes further attacked by

the *“Cape Tiwes", "The Argus", *De¢ Zuldafrikasan® snd othey
yaners. In eplte of this unfevoursble reception, "Me
Patriot® strugpled on untll 4n 1877 1t becams p weekly.

Three yeers later 1t had 3,900 subseribers, having partially
regained favour by Lts erpressions of syupathy with she Boore
in the South African Republlic, in their proteste agadnst
British Annexztion in 1877. This encoursgement regulted

in the Suidefrikacnse Taalbond Congress at Fasrl deciding 4n
1888 to issue a monthly organ, "Ome Klyntjiv, the first
Afrikacne non-politiorl organ. Both papers were under the
editorghip of the Rev. B.J.0u Tolt, the father of the first
Afrikaanse Taalbeweging.

A cloud appeared on thes bozizon when he
eriticised Fresident Kruger and supported Rhodes' policy ,
even after the Jameson Rald. Ianfluentisl members 0f the
Genootskap resigned and demanded the refund of their capital
in an sttempt {0 change the policy of the paper. In dhis
abtempt they were unsuccoessiul. Both papers csrried on until in
1904 the struggie became too grest for “ile Pairiot®, while "Ons
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
