"RUNGWE", but gives no details of its usage. He is possibly 
quoting a note by the editor of the South African Philatelist, 
Dr Harvey Pirie, inserted into an article by Oates (4), which 
states: "I have a ld NF cancelled by a rubber stamp 
"RUNGWE" in block capitals 3.5 mm high. It may be a 
postmark, but there is no actual proof that it is." Until this 
mark is recorded on cover it is impossible to resolve these 
speculations. 

This article will be concluded in a future issue. 

Zimbabwe airport tax - We recently illustrated a Zimbabwe 
$10 Revenue stamp used as airport departure tax on an Air 
Zimbabwe boarding pass. From the newsletter of the 
Mashonaland Philatelic Society it appears that travellers at 
Harare airport have been forced to miss their flights because 
they are unable to pay the airport departure tax - $10 
Revenue stamps, or multiples making up that sum, are not 
available, not even during opening hours of the airport post 
office. 
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BOPHUTHATSWANA PHILATELIC CLUB 

October - It is uncertain whether the record low at­
tendance of only four members, the chairman and 
secretary was due to the early time in the month, 
persons studying for correspondence exams or what, 
but this is hopefully only a "flash-in-the-pan".

It was a pity that some of the slides had faded to the 
extent of making differences in paper types difficult 
to see. Members present enjoyed the show. 

It was noted that Dr Kotze and Prof Beck were 
awarded certificates of merit at Elpex 85, in addition 
to the bronze by the latter. Members were sorry to 
learn that we would be losing Prof Beck, who was 
going to a post overseas in February next year.

June - There were three main items on the agenda, 
the slide show 'Aerograms of SA' was shown. 
Richard Oliver then gave a preview of his Elpex 85 
exhibit on the German occupation of Guernsey. 

Fun item for the month, the letter J, brought for­
ward an interesting mixture of items, ranging from 
Jipex covers to a selection of stamps from Japan. 

July/ August - These two meetings turned out to be 
hit and miss affairs. With secretary Richard Oliver 
in Botswana and chairman Arthur Howes indispos­
ed, members held 'chatty evenings'.

ROYAL PHILATELIC SOCIETY OF 
CAPETOWN 

June - Judaica was presented thematically by Mrs 
Hilda Jeidel RDPSA at the first June meeting. The 
exhibit was in three sections: the distress and suffer­
ings of the Jewish people, the rehabilitation of the 
Jewish nation in the homeland Israel and the Jewish 
contribution to the war effort. 

Montserrat - a volcanic island in the West Indies 
and one of the Leeward Group - was exhibited by 
Dr Brian Wilson on the same evening. 

Members of the Fish Hoek, Pinelands, Bellville 
and Postmark Societies and single representatives 
from Caspip and the Thematic Club participated in 
the invitation evening hosted by the Royal on 24 
June. 
July - On 8 July, Len van de Kar had the evening 
to himself with his magnificent showing of the 
postal history of South Africa for the George V 
period. 

Among the great diversity of material were 
telegraphic cancellations (some star-punched), 

railway cancellations and instructional and direc­
tional markings in English and High Dutch. 

Such marks are more often than not overlooked, 
yet they present an exciting sideline for further 
discoveries and study. Also included were paquebots 
and ocean letters not too frequently seen, cigarette 
tax labels used as postage dues and stoppage fees 
charged on mail held back for redirection. 

Finally, an album sheet of Geo V definitives all in 
the wrong colours and all forgeries. 

At the last July meeting Mr John Franklin showed 
GB Queen Victoria embossed and surface printed 
issues. The former were only three in number: 1/-, 
10d and 6d in order of appearance. Of the surface 
values the Id Venetian red was exhibited in a full re­
constructed sheet. Nice to see again was the £5 of 
1882, also overprinted "Specimen". 

The second contribution to the evening was that 
of Mr W K Rosenberg who suggested various ways 
of collecting South Africa backed up by a plethora 
of material of every conceivable kind. 
August - All members' evening on the 12th of the 
month met with a good reception from exhibitors 
and viewers. Great Britain was represented by the 
private posts of the colleges of Oxford and Cam­
bridge universities, a new collecting interest of Hugh 
Amoore. 

Also shown was a fine range of GB used in South 
and Central America (M Prins). Early Zanzibar 
overprints on India (John Franklin) and later issues 
of the "four sultans" (F C O'Molony), introduced a 
seldom-seen country. 

Africa was represented by Dr P Levine (Gold 
Coast) and new member D V Smith, who exhibited 
the definitives of Mozambique. 

Further south we had Dougie Roth's Capes used 
in unusual circumstances, Ian Shapiro's postal 
history of the Cape Town Castle and early Rhodesia 
covers of Richard Knight, including one of the 
earliest known covers into Rhodesia, the addressee 
Dr Livingstone. 

Barney Bloom showed Federation of Rhodesia 
and Nyasaland with definitives, some specimens and 
covers. The thematic/topical side was catered for by 
Wally Jaffe's 50 years of miniature sheets com­
memorating the stamp exhibitions of Switzerland, 
Harry Beinart's first Olympic Games of 1896, Ernest 
Beermann's United Nations, and Prof Sloan's study 
of shells and related creatures of the sea. 

A fascinating evening of the outlandish and the 
unusual, demonstrating once more the wide-ranging 
interests of our members. 

The stamp week exhibition in the Garlicks Gallery 
at Claremont, Cape Town, in the third week of 
September attracted a constant stream of visitors 
and elicited much favourable comment. The exhibits 
ranged from classic Capes, Mafeking and Mauritius 
and choice maritime, early Rhodesia and crash 
covers to modern Europe and the Commonwealth. 

With thematic collecting also well represented 
there was something for everyone. 

President Arthur Fitt welcomed exhibitors, 
members of the arrangements committee and other 
helpers and friends at a small function held on the 
eve of the opening day. 

The occasion coincided happily with the an­
nouncement in Cape Town that Bob Goldblatt 
RDPSA had been awarded a gold medal for his 
book Postmarks of the Cape of Good Hope 
(published by Reijger Publishers, Cape Town) at the 
international exhibition "Phitema 85" held at 
Cinisello Balsamo in Italy and devoted primarily to 
philatelic publications. Sam Kaganson, chairman of 
the exhibition committee, presented the medal and 
certificate to Bob. 

SANDTON PHILATELIC SOCIETY 

October - There was a good attendance with four 
visitors, two of whom are potential new members. 

Eryl Worton won the monthly crossword, and the 
"swindle" was won by Rod West. The big event was 
the club's first five-page exhibition; twelve members 
competed, showing the enthusiasm displayed by the 
society. 

First prize went to Tony Evans with his thematic 
display of Rhinos. He decided to become interested 
after reading about the endangered species in 
Thailand, while he was on a plane on the way to the 
Far East. He has 40 out of a possible 60 Rhino 
stamps. The maximum he confirmed after going 
through a world catalogue, page by page. The 
originality, layout, write-up and also pictures and 
covers as a back up, showed painstaking research. 
Incidentally, the actual cost of the stamps on this ex­
hibit was R4,00, which shows that one does not have 
to be a millionaire to win exhibitions. 

Second prize went to Rod West with an 
Elizabethan Machin collection showing the various 
phosphors, and varieties equally well displayed with 
explanatory write-up, and also covers to enhance 
this exhibit. A good example of a labour of love. 

Third went to David Kinsman with part of his col­
lection of motorcycles. His five-pager depicted the 
history and development of the motorbike as a 
means of transport. The layout and write-up was 
outstanding. He contends that he has half of a total 
of 400 motorcycle stamps issued, after consulting 
many catalogues. In the process of putting this col­
lection together David has spent many thousands of 
hours at stamp dealers, much to the chagrin of these 
dealers, as they considered that they could be using 
their time more profitably. 

This exhibition was proof of the wide variety of 
avenues open to the modern collector without the 
necessity of spending big sums of money in compil­
ing an acceptable competition entry. - Eddie Kier

High prices at sale 
originally estimated at R2 800. 

Cayman Islands sold well, many of the rarely offered early 
Jamaican stamps used in the Caymans realising up to three 
times estimate. The handsome and always popular 1932 
Justices and Vestry Centenary set, ¼ to 10/- (SO 84-95) in 
blocks of 4, very fine og, realised R7 500, well over its estimate 
of R4 800. 

THE STANLEY Gibbons October sale held in Johannesburg, 
proved to be most successful, with high prices being recorded 
in many areas. Total realisation was R466 500 (including 
buyer's premium), against the pre-sale estimate of R392 459. 

The good prices obtained were in evidence from the start, 
with the first lot, a huge KG VI British Commonwealth ac­
cumulation, selling to a postal bidder for R26 000 (estimate 
R 16 OOO/R20 000). 

The literature section sold well, all items going for con­
siderably over estimate. A copy of Stevenson's book Cape of 
Good Hope went to a local buyer for R460 against an 
estimate of R200, while a May 1900 wrapper from Strasburg to 
Machadadorp, addressed to Paul Kruger and franked by 
1899-1900 25pf orange, made R700 (estimate R500), even 
though stained and torn. 

There was keen bidding for the Australian lots, with the 
1931-36 £2 black and rose (SO 138) unmounted og, soon pass­
ing its estimate of R3 400 to make R4 400. From 
Bechuanaland, the 1932 ½d to 10/- (SO 99-110) set in marginal 
blocks of 4, very fine og, sold for R2 800 (estimate R2 200). A 
used Canadian 'Beaver' 3d (SO 18) went for well over its 
estimate of Rl 600, finally going for R2 800. 

In the Cape of Good Hope section, which attracted strong 
bidding, the highlight was the price of R3 800 paid for an 
1863-64 4d Woodblock (SO 14). This was a fine used example 
on piece with clear to large margins, crisp 'bars' cancel, 
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Other countries in demand were Cyprus, Falkland Islands 
and Great Britain. From Kenya, the 1903-04 50 rupee (SO 16), 
superb fresh og, sold for R3 600 (estimate R2 000), illustrating 
the sustained demand for scarce material in first class 
condition. 

A rare set from Luxemburg, originally estimated at R3 200, 
made R4 200. This was the 1935 Intellectuals Relief fund set in 
superb blocks of 4, (SO 324-338), mainly marginal, un­
mounted og. and 1861 (11 May) wrapper from Mauritius to 
Calcutta, bearing a 1860-63 4d rose horizontal pair (SO 50), 
cancelled by Reunion lozenge in blue, proved to be in demand. 
Bearing several interesting and rare handstamps, this made 
R2 200, (estimate Rl 600), even though having slight staining 
at top. 

The Nyasaland 1913-18 £10 purple and blue (SO 99), fine 
og, sold for its estimate of R6 000, while bidding was brisk for 
early South West Africa material, high prices being obtained 
in this section. 

A rare Zululand 1888-93 set of 10 values to the 5/- (SO 1, 
3-11), overprinted 'Specimen' in violet, in strips of 5, (5/- DB­
EB vertical pair rejoined with AA-CA vertical strip of 3), og, 
realised its estimate of R9 000.
